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Participle 
(looks verb, works like adj)  

Go (πορεύοµαι) 
Baptize (βαπτίζοντες)  
Teach (διδάσκοντες) 

Imperative Verb   
(verb that commands) 

“Make Disciples” 
Grk: µαθητεύσατε 
(one word in Greek) 



We are to Make Disciples by:  
 Going in Jesus’ authority,

We are to Make Disciples by:  
 Baptizing in Jesus’ name 

…baptizing them in the name of the Father and of 
the Son and of the Holy Spirit,…

We are to Make Disciples by:  
Teaching obedience to Jesus’ commands.

… 20 teaching them to observe all that I have 
commanded you.
